An attack on the Church is an attack on Jesus,
because HeOghe Vine, and we (the Church) are the
branches. We have His very life; He brought us into
union with Himself.

Always remember that anything you do for, or
against the Church is unto Christ. Persecuting the



Church is persecuting Jesus,because HeOsthe head
of the Church: OAndhe is the head of the boady, the
church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the
dead; that in all things he might have the preeminenceO
(Colossians1:18).

n admonishingHis discipleson fasting,the Lord

Jesuscautioned, OMoreoverwhen ye fast, be

not, as the hypocrites, of a sad countenance:
for they disfiguretheir faces, that they may appearunto
men to fast. Verily | say unto you, They have their
rewardOMatthew 6:16). The LordOsemark was both
thought-provokingand enlightening.

In the preceding verse 15, He had said, OECan
the children of the bridechamber mourn, as long as
the bridegroom is with them?but the days will come,
when the bridegroom shall be taken from them, and
then shallthey fast. Here, He was referring to Himself
returning to the Fatherin heaven.Moreover ever since
His ascension the Church hasfastedNthedisciplesand
apostlesof the early Church fasted. Prayerand fasting
have been part of our spiritual activity as Christians.
We fastwhen necessaryOWhenis it necessaryto fast?0
someone might ask.

First, when your local church or congregation
proclaimsa prayer and fastingprogramme, thatOs time
to fast. Never isolate yourselffrom such a call, because
itOgpart of our corporate fellowship. ThereOréhings we
do corporately, such as corporate worship, and many
other things that are intended for spiritual growth and
edification; prayer and fastingare among them.



Secondly, when you choose to fast and pray,
or the Holy Spirit leads you to do so, don()ngnore it.
ThatOsinother great opportunity, especially if itOsthe
Spirit guiding you; and youOlknow when HeOshe One
leadingyou to fast.

Some people schedule prayer and fasting as a
means for their own spiritual exercise, and thatOs
excellent. So, in whichever way and at whatever time
youOreuided to fast,take it seriously.Make fastingand
praying a part of your personalspiritual routine.

If, in your local assembly,the announcementis
made for a prayingand fastingsessiondonQOtnilaterally
decide youOrenot going to be a part of it. DonOt,on
your own, choose when youOlbreak your fast. ThatOll
be wrong. Be disciplined to alwaysget involved, being
aware that the benefits are essentialto your spiritual
growth (1 Timothy 4:8).

Remember that through fasting and praying,
your effectiveness in the things of the Spirit are
improved. Your ability to hear and receive from God is
sharpened,and youOrenore attuned to the finer signals
and instruction of the Spirit that you need for a higher
level of life; a life of continuous glory and success!

The Bible lets us know that death is an enemy,
andrefersto it asthe lastenemythat shallbe destroyed.
However, itOsalready been defeated as the scriptures
show us.

God never takes anybody away by death. The
only people He took away from this world, He took
them alive. Enoch,the Bible says,walked with God and
suddenly, he was taken away from the earth by the
Spirit of GodNalive into heaven (Genesis5:24). Elijah
was alsotaken away alive (read 2 Kings2:11).

What about JesusMe too was taken away alive!
And for those who believe in Him, theyOreyoing to be
taken away alive.

For which causewe faint not; but
though our outward man perish, yet the
inward man is renewed day by day (2
Corinthians 4:16).

rnal life is the life with agelessnessWhen
ou received eternal life, you passed from
death to life; from time into timelessness;
from ageinto agelessnesdn Christ,we grow; we donOt
age.

ItOs important you catch this, because the
generation of the Church that catchesthis truth is the
generation of the glory. The human body wasnOmade
to grow old and die. In Bible accounts, some people
lived to be over nine hundred years, some eight
hundred, and others sevenhundred and so on. But the
number of yearsthat man lived on earth progressively
reduced becauseof sin,accordingto the scriptures.

However, the Bible saysthat JesuChristtook the
punishmentfor our sins,and died to saveus. If indeed
this is true; if indeed, He laid down His life for us on
account of our sins,it therefore meansthat the problem
of sin hasbeen dealt with. In that case,the effect of sin
should no longer continue.

As a result, man should no longer be a victim of
age. His years should no longer be limited to 70, 80,
or 120, becausebeing born again,youOvéeen brought
into His glory and should be living a glorified life. YouOre
supposedto be a victor every day of your life. Nothing
on earth should make you a victim; not even old age,



becausewhen you come into the zone of agelessness,
you can grow without ageing.

Take Moses for example, the Bible saysthat at
a hundred and twenty years of age, his eyes werenOt
dim; his physical stature wasnOtbated: OAndMoses
was an hundred and twenty years old when he died:
his eye was not dim, nor his natural force abatedO
(Deuteronomy 34:7). Eventhough he could seethat he
was clearly an old man, his physicalstature was strong.

He wasnOthe only one. At the age of eighty-five,
Caleb said, Olam as strong today as | was when |
was forty; therefore, give me this mountainO(Joshua
14:7-12).Hallelujah!

Grow, but donOtage! DonOtbe like those who
are only forty-two and they say, OYouknow IOmnot
so young anymore.OChrist makes you forever alive,
strong, and effective. You have eternal life; meaning
youOrén the agelesszone. Blessedbe God!

The first of these questionsis about

eternal life; we seethis in Luke 18:18, where a certain

ruler asked Jesus,OEGood Master, what shall | do to

inherit eternal life?O The ruler obviously knew

something about eternal life; he was a Jew, and he

heard Jesugpreach about it and wanted to know more
about it.

The second question is found in John 18:38.
Jesus,at this time, had been arrested and brought
before Pilate,upon being chargedwith blasphemy.The
Bible says,OPilatesaithunto him, What is truth?...What
a question! Pilate asked Jesusthat question because
of what Jesussaid to him in the preceding verse. LetOs
read: OPilatetherefore said unto him, Art thou a King
then?Jesusanswered, Thou sayestthat | am a King. To
this end was | born, and for this cause came | into the
world, that | should testify to the truth. Everyone that is
of the truth hearethmy voiceQJohn18:37).

The third important question is found in John
14:5, and it was askedby one of His disciples,Thomas.
He said, OELordwe know not whither thou goest; and
how can we know the way?QtOdike what many say
today: OThereOrgo many ways to God; how do we
know which one is right? ThereOrso many churches,



how can we know the true ones?0

The Lord Jesus answered all of these three
questionsin John 14:6. He said, OE/am the way, the
truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father,but
by me.ONotice the definite article, OTHE®e didnOsay,
OlOm way, a truth, and a life.OHe used the definite
article, meaning this is it! ThereOs0 other. He took
away every opportunity for options. He could have
said, OlOrane of the ways,Cout He didnOsaythat. He
said,OIAM the way. | AM the truth. | AM the life.OGlory
to His Name forever!

If you understand this, itOlichange your whole
world; your life will be completely altered. Theboldness
youOdexude and the results of your life will be
outstandingand astounding.Hallelujah!

tOsmportant we understand how to use the

Word of God. The Word of God isnOtbout

preaching or how well you can quote it; itOs
about living by it. tOsbout your responseto what God
has said. ThatOwhat we read in our theme scripture; it
revealsan important principle: God spoke,and gave us
His Word, for the purpose of our response.You ought
to have a bold responseto the Word always.

Now, this doesnOtnean Oreciting@he samething
that God has said; and thatOsvhere many have missed
it. For example, He didnOtsay, Olwill never leave you
nor forsake you,0so that you may repeat the same
thing, saying,OHewill never leave me nor forsakeme.O
You haveto give a response.He said what He said, so
that you can respond on the basisof what He hassaid.
So, the questionis, whatOgour responseto God?

The powerful thing about the Word of God is
your response. If you donOtrespond, the Word will
do you no good. You have to say something thatOs
consistent with what God has said. For example, He
has said, OIOmith you alwaysOwhatOs/our response
to that?

In the
twenty-sixthverse, he said, Olwas not in safety, neither
had | rest, neither was | quiet; yet trouble came.(But
he was in safety until he broke the hedge. He spoke
contrary to the Word of God; God could not legally
protect him beyond his confessions;and thatOgust like
many today, who talk fear or give voice to words
inspired by fear.

Never yield to fear becauseof an evil report. An
evil report is any report thatOsiot consistentwith the



provisions of the Gospel; anything that negates your
rights, privileges, ability, and heritage in Christ Jesus.
For example, it doesnOtmatter what the prognosis or
diagnosisis concerningyour health,refuseto fear.Keep
declaringthat youOren health.

Be like Caleb and Joshua,of the twelve leaders
Moses sentto spy out Canaan,who boldly voiced their
faith. The Bible saysthe others came back with an evil
report of fear concerning the giants, but Caleb and
Joshuadeclared, O...thesare bread for us: their defence
Is departed from them, and the LORD is with us: fear
them notOQNumbers 14:9).

ThatOshe voice of faith, and your faith is the
victory that overcomesthe world (1 John5:4).
